Primary Dance Workshops: To complement the Dance Program, the Primary Division (
FDK-Grade 3) will be engaged in dance workshops from the Travelling Stage Company. The
workshops will take place at STA for six weeks beginning January 13 to February 18 with a final
performance on February 26, 2025 at the school. These workshops will take place during the
instructional day for each class. The theme for these workshops is Dancing Through the
Decades where each class will learn a style of dancing from a specific decade. Students will
learn basic dance skills and choreography which will enhance the curriculum and dance program.
