Kiss ‘N Ride: The Kiss ‘N Ride, located at the north end of the building, serves as a drop-off 
and pick-up loop. We kindly ask parents and guardians not to park, leave their vehicles 
unattended, or idle in this area. Please use caution in the parking lot and remain mindful of 
students, families, and staff. 

With the addition of snow hills, the Kiss ‘N Ride loop becomes narrower and more difficult to 
navigate. For this reason, families are asked not to stop before entering the loop or within the 
loop itself, as this creates a backlog of cars entering the parking lot area. If you are dropping off 
your child at the FDK doors, please drive all the way down toward the doors to allow for a 
smoother and quicker drop-off. To ensure student safety, we strongly encourage all children to 
exit the vehicle on the sidewalk side. Thank you for your continued support.
